 �FRIDAY—Read John 3:16, 17. 
What was God’s main reason for sending Jesus to 
earth? How have you seen God’s love in your life? 
How can we celebrate God’s love today?

 �SATURDAY—Read 2 Corinthians 9:15. 
What do you say to someone who gives you a great 
gift? Have you thanked God for Jesus? Have you 
told Jesus why you appreciate Him?
